How on earth do people find us?  This is a question asked by so many.  The only answer I 
can come up with is that God leads them to us by the dozens.  In the past week I have 
taken in six new children.  Five of the six are children from adoptions.  Five were in or-
phanages for the first five to eight years of their lives and some were never taught to read, 
write or even add.  Now they are in their teens and they have not learned the basics. How 
can they be thrown into a school system of today and succeed:  The question is, what will 
happen to these kids in a couple more years if they do not get the individual attention and 
education to fulfill their futures.  

 One of the little girls wants to be a 
vet assistant, one wants to be a 
nurse, one has never had clothing 
she needed, even after being in 
America and living the American 
life.  She has known hunger, rejec-
tion and pain.  One of the boys is so 
bright and full of light but he has 
been adopted out of the Ukraine 
and has been in several different 
homes before finding us.  He is 
smart, full of energy and excited to 
be here.
